Seed balls are great for throwing out into areas with poor soil since you 

do not have to plant them.

 Method of preparing seedballs explained to the students -15min 

Activity Steps (15 min)  

1.Students to mix assorted seeds, dry organic compost, and dry clay together in a large 

bin.  Mist or pour a small amount of water onto the bin while continuing to mix. Spray or 

add just enough water so that the mixture binds together but does not stick to your hands.
