We were
awarded B+ grade. Recognizing the potential of the college, the University Grants Commission
had conferred fresh autonomous status to the college in the academic year 2012-13 and the
college is getting ready for the second cycle of Autonomy Inspection in 2019-20.

This year, the college has registered student strength of 2500 with 19 U.G. courses and 06
P.G. courses. The infrastructure in the college is conducive to the multifaceted courses that we
offer. Our Library comprises 22,000books, a Reading Room with e-corner, several Journals
related to various subjects, Magazines and Newspapers. In the light of such academic and
infrastructural facilities, we reiterate our commitment to our objective ‘Learning is the Best
Ornament’, as we firmly believe that women empowerment alone can take the society to greater
heights.
