We conducted a survey considering 100 families in the village. When asked about 
Vaccination, we  came to know that a complete hundred families got vaccinated with two 
doses. When asked about the  general health issues, 11% of members were suffering from 
general issues and 63% said that they don’t  have health issues and 26% have said that 
sometimes they come across such health issues such as body  pains, knee arthritis, fever, 
etc.,   

When moving, we asked about Rain harvesting pits, 17% of people have Rain harvesting 
pits near their  house and the majority i.e, 80% of people don’t have pits and 3% are not 
even aware of their rain  harvesting pits.  



When asked about the usage of chemical fertilizers and organic fertilizers like manure, 22% 
of them knew  about it but many of them were not able to use organic fertilizers like manure 
because of environmental  factors and 20% are using chemical fertilizers and 39% said that 
they don’t have fields.   

When asked about the schemes such as “BETI BACHAO – BETI PADAVO”, _ 
SUKANYA SAMRIDHI YOJANA,  43% were aware of them but some people said because 
their daughters crossed above 10 age, they were  not applied for it, 57% are not aware of the 
schemes.   

When it came to the separation of wet and dry waste, 83% were separating the waste in 
given dust bins,  11% were not separating and 6% complained that they did not know about 
it.   

Therefore, we can conclude that education is directly proportional to the development of one’s 
country.  Therefore, our government should take appropriate steps to increase the quality and 
facilities of education.

World No Tobacco Day (WNTD) is observed around the world every year on 

31 May. The yearly celebration informs the public on the dangers of using tobacco, the 
business practices of tobacco companies, what the WORLD Health Organization 
(WHO) is doing to fight against the use of tobacco, and what people around the world 
can do to claim their right to health and healthy living and to protect future generations. 
Students will understand about the damage caused by the tobacco usage amongst the 
people and ultimately affecting their families and the society. 

The Member States of the WHO created World No Tobacco Day in 1987 to 
draw global attention to the tobacco epidemic and the preventable death and disease it 
causes. The day is further intended to draw attention to the widespread prevalence of 
tobacco use and to negative health effects which currently lead to more than 8 million 
deaths each year worldwide, including 1.2 million as the result of non-smokers being 
exposed to second-hand smoke. The day has been met with both enthusiasm and 
resistance around the globe from governments, public health organizations, smokers, 
growers, and the tobacco industry.

Mahatma Jyotiba Phule, an Indian social activist, thinker, anti-caste social reformer and writer 
hailed from Maharashtra. He was one among the emancipators in eradicating untouchability and 
his efforts in educating oppressed people. 
The   Headmaster of Government High School, Begumpet conducted a meeting in the assembly 
of high school students in the school premises. A few teachers gave lectures on his tireless, 
dedicated efforts to uplift the society and nation. On 12th April,2022 the programme was 
conducted from 3:00p.m.-5:00p.m  
Along with his wife, Savitri Bai Phule, first woman teacher of India, born on 3rd January, 1831, 
rendered their dedicated lives to our superstitious country. Sir,Headmaster brought into light a 
peculiar experience from the life of Savatri Bai Phule . She used to go out of her house with two 
sarees in her hand bag. The reason was, as she moved into the streets to meet the outcaste masses, 
child- widows for the cause of education her dress was made dirty with dung  by some  wicked 
persons . This phase really enlightened us the dedicated deeds of the Mother, Savitri Bai Phule.
