* Team taught courses, including online courses; and
® Visits by faculty professional staff, and students.

The parties :'anticipate that a number of these initiatives will occur during the period of the MOU.
'However, neither party is obligated to agree to any minimum number of activities, nor is this MOU
intended to preclude either party from entering into similar agreements with other institutions.

This MOU shall be identified as the parent document of any program agreement executed between the
parties. Further agreements concerning any program shall provide details concerning the specific
commitments made by each party and shall not become effective until they have been reduced to
writing, executed by the duly authorized representatives of the parties.

Cooperation and exchange may take place with both graduate and post graduate students. Each
exchange may be for the duration of one academic year, one academic semester, or whichever period

mutually agreed by both the parties.

Whenever possible, courses will be team taught by one faculty member from Government Degree
College for women(A) Begumpet, and one faculty member from RBVRR college. Courses may be taught

at RBVRR College_at or concurrently at both campuses through online capabilities.

For agreed upon activities, both institutions will make available their facilities and staffs. This MOU will
take effect on and will be valid for five (5) years from the date noted in the first line of this document
unless terminated by one of the parties. Either party may withdraw from this MOU provided written
notification of the withdrawal is given to the other party at Ie§st threte (3) months prior to the desired
withdrawal date. This MOU may be renewed for anot.her‘peflod of five (5) years upon mutual written
consent of the parties before the expiration date. Each institution will have copies of this agreement.
