Dr.P.S.Rajani,Health Bhagya
coordinator and the members Ms.V.Rohini along with the Health Bhagya students union
members were also participated actively for smooth functioning of the program.

During the program the Director for Medicover hospital visited the college. With advice of
college principal,Dr.K.Padmavathi madam also arranged counselling for students where
students shared their emotional and health issues with the counseller doctor and stabilised by
themselves.

Later we also organised gynaecologist Dr.Swapna, checked many students and came to know
that many students are facing PCOD problem. Doctor also adviced few tips in lifestyle to get
rid of this probem.

Keeping in view of the students problem especially girls PCOD problem Health Bhagya in
coordination with Dept.of Zoology organised an extension lecture on PCOD by Dr.Shilpa ,so
that students will comprehend the issue about how this PCOD became more prominent even
in very young students and found the remedies given by the doctor.

SOCIO-ECONOMIC SURVEY
Date: 27-03-2022
Activity: 1) survey program
2) Rally to create awareness on Girl’s education, Cleanliness, and SWACHATA
We conducted a survey considering 100 families in the village. When asked about Vaccination,
we came to know that a complete hundred families got vaccinated with two doses. When asked
about the general health issues, 11% of members were suffering from general issues and 63%
said that they don’t have health issues and 26% have said that sometimes they come across
such health issues such as body pains, knee arthritis, fever, etc.,
When moving, we asked about Rain harvesting pits, 17% of people have Rain harvesting pits
near their house and the majority i.e, 80% of people don’t have pits and 3% are not even aware
of their rain harvesting pits.
When asked about the usage of chemical fertilizers and organic fertilizers like manure, 22% of
them knew about it but many of them were not able to use organic fertilizers like manure
because of environmental factors and 20% are using chemical fertilizers and 39% said that
they don’t have fields.
When asked about the schemes such as “BETI BACHAO – BETI PADAVO”, _ SUKANYA
SAMRIDHI YOJANA, 43% were aware of them but some people said because their daughters
crossed above 10 age, they were not applied for it, 57% are not aware of the schemes.
When it came to the separation of wet and dry waste, 83% were separating the waste in given
dust bins, 11% were not separating and 6% complained that they did not know about it.
Therefore, we can conclude that education is directly proportional to the development of one’s
country. Therefore, our government should take appropriate steps to increase the quality and
facilities of education.
