DAY - |

Inauguration of Nss Mega Special winter camp was held at 11 am on 6-1-18 at FACULTY
CLUB, OSMANIA UNIVERSITY. The Occasion was graced by Osmania University NSS Coordinator
Sri Chandru Naik who conducted the formal proceedings of the function by inviting the Chief
