Entrepreneurship Orientation Programme (EOP)
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The College conducted a Two-Day Workshop on ‘Entrepreneurship Development’ under the
auspices of NSIC (National Small Industries Corporation Limited) for our college final year students
on 19th and 20th January 2017 in our college premises.
Objectives
The objectives of the Workshop include:
1. To provide information, psychometric profiling & career guidance to students.
2. To facilitate establishment of close linkages with the businesses / private sector to open up a
range of internship and job opportunities for girls.
3. To facilitate linkages with the government & private training providers to promote
entrepreneurship among students.
4. Totrain & build capacity of select college teachers as trainers & counselor for career guidance
& counseling so as to sustain the initiative.
Execution of the Workshop

The Programme was conducted as part of the MoA signed by the CCE with UNDP and the COIGN
Consultants Pvt. Ltd. under the Project ‘DISHA’ — Creating Opportunities for Employment and
Entrepreneurship for Women in India with an aim to empower 20000 girl students in 40 Colleges of
the State of Telangana. The Programme was further aimed at strengthening the Government Degree
Colleges in their efforts for career guidance, counseling and skill centres in the form of Telangana
Skills & Knowledge Centres.

The Workshop was inaugurated by Sri Madhvaram Krishna Rao, MLA, Kukatpally Constituency and
was graced by Ms. Tharuni, Begumpet Corporator.

Outcomes

Resource person from National Small Industries Corporation Limited (NSIC) Mr. Kireeti Basa
guided the students on how to plan and workout to startup a small scale industry. 138 Students from
B.A. and B. Com. groups have attended the session on the first day and 89 students from B. Sc. (All
Groups) have attended the session on the second day. The students have responded well at the end of
program by submitting filled in area of interest and feedback forms. 1090 students from our college
enrolled successfully in the UNDP. Students were given psychometric assessment tests followed by
one to one student counseling in every stage with different psychologists from COIGN Consultations
Pvt. Ltd.
