Kotilingala is a Hindu pilgrimage site in Jagtial district of the Indian state of Telangana.
It is situated in Velagatoor mandal of the district, on the Godavari river."" It is located
on the bank of the Godavari River, and has a traditional Shiva temple for Hindus, the
Koteswara Siddeshwara Temple.!

Coins of Satavahana kings have also been found at Kotilingala. A few of these are
copper and potin coins bearing the legend '""Rano Siri Chimuka Satavahanasa'". Some
scholars such as A. M. Sastry and K. D. Bajpai have identified the issuer of these coins
with Simuka, who is considered as the founder of the Satavahana dynasty based on the
Puranic genealogies.
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The State government has decided to construct a protection wall along the shores of
river Godavari to protect the site from submergence under the backwaters of the
Sripada Yellampalli project.
