The college was given prefix TARA because of the Philanthropist Smt TARA Swaroop, 

who was kind enough to donate Rs 2 lakh in 1977, which was the inception year of the 

college. With the initial philanthropic effort, the college could blossom. The college has 

grown in leaps and bounds in the past four decades and two years. It has 20 acres of 

land with 86000 sq. ft area of built-up area. Our college was affiliated to Osmania 

University. Our college was accredited by NAAC with B grade with 2.75 CGPA, which 

is B+ in the present score pattern.  It was recognized under UGC 2(f) & 12 (B) in 

2007 as per the 1956 UGC Act.

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journey towards eminence on the road called success. The institution has 

recognized values and categorized into the following types.

❖ Humanitarian attitude: This value includes acknowledging wisdom in others and 

inculcation of the principal of humility. This also includes appreciation of 

environment and taking the responsibility to protect it.  

❖ Equality: The institution beliefs in equity and equality. This helps us treat all 

students equally and modify our teaching methods to suit learning of students with 

various intelligences. 

Besides the above mentioned values, the institution also honours and practices 

constitutional values. 

 

 With a mere 232 students in 1977, the college has become the most sought 

after educational institution in Sangareddy town and district. This was possible 

only because of untiring efforts of successive generation of teachers, Parents 

whose unflinching faith made this institution what it is today and students, 

whose sincerity, discipline and ready to learn attitude mingled with goal-

oriented learning helped the college earn good reputation. The college has been 

offering 25 UG and 10 PG courses. From this academic year we are going to offer 

21 certificate courses. The college was accorded autonomy in 2016 and this is the 

first outgoing batch in autonomous mode. Our college is the District Resource 

Centre (DRC) for Sangareddy District and has a  network with 18 Government and   48 

private (Un-aided) degree colleges in academic, administrative and  developmental 

activities of  higher education. Our college has been conducting DCEDRC activities for 

which District Collector acts as chairperson and this college Principal acts as a Convener 

to review, facilitate and Coordinate among various departments and other 

organizations in the District. This college acts as Nodal TSKC for Sangareddy District 

and  it has well established  ELL.  
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 We have 2 teachers as PhD Supervisors, namely, Dr. Naga prasad in Computer 

Science and Dr. Naleshwaram Shankaram in Telugu.  

➢ For curricular enrichment, 6 Add-on/Certificate courses have been introduced. 

Our teachers  are members of BOS (Board of Studies) of  Osmania University 

(O.U.), Giriraj Government College (Autonomous), Nizamabad, Nagarjuna 

Government College (Autonomous) and SR and BGNR college Khammam. 

 The pride of the college is its Library with 18,578 books. The college has 

Telangana Skill and Knowledge Centre (TSKC), a unique centre conceived by of the 

Government of Telangana which acts as an agency of bridging the skill gap and to 

enhance employability skills. We have 1 TSKC mentor. The honourable 

Commissionerate of Collegiate Education, Telangana has approved the proposal for the 

construction of a separate lab  for TSKC. It will be completed soon.  

The college has been serving the society for the past 4 decades. It has become the first 

Autonomous College in the district. All the departments have BOS and entire 

administrative structure was pruned to suit the needs of autonomy. The BoS were 

approved and the Academic council had ratified all the academic records till this 

academic year. The Governing Body will meet soon. The college opted for CBCS in 

academics. We have enrolled with SWAYAM & IIT Bombay MOCCS to bridge the skill 

gap among the students and staff. The students of college who excel in their academics 

are given incentives in the form of cash prizes and those who get admission into PG 

courses of Central universities are given Rs. 50,000/- a year and a laptop  by the 

Commissionerate of Collegiate Education, Telangana.  

Here I must mention Sri. Chauhan, who is the former teacher of this college & great 

alumnus of the college. He has been extending support to us. The college has a 

registered alumni association. 

The admissions into college have been made on-line since 2016, which ensures 

transparency. Since the college has autonomy, we have liberty to modify the syllabi on 

Curriculum design execution and evaluation to the tune of 20 % of Affiliated 

University, which is utilized to the maximum extent for welfare of the students.  

Experiential learning is encouraged and students participate in the study projects. 

Remedial coaching is imparted for the students whose performance is poor 

academically. 
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The college has adopted external paper setting and evaluation. Digital literacy is 

provided through MOOCS, SWAYAM, N-LIST, TALLY and other computer courses. 

Most of the regular teachers have enrolled themselves into Ph.D programmes. Six staff 

members have presented live sessions on SAPNET studios. 

The teaching staff have 13 Ph.Ds.’ and more than 20 qualified UGC/SLET/NET. 

Students of department of History, Economics and Chemistry were awarded state 

second Prizes those of English were awarded third prize in JIGNASA Students Study 

Projects 2019.   
Our department of Commerce and Computer Science jointly organized a national 

workshop. Our IQAC has recently organized regional workshop on E-Office and its 

implementation in GDC’s.  

Our college has reached 13 MoU’s with various organizations and reputed institutes.

Sri.K.Abhijit, Asst.Prof. of Chemistry and Dr. S. Naga Prasad, Lecturer in Comp. Sci 

have applied for  3 patents. Sri V.Sathya Prakash, Assistant Professor of Physics,  has 

been donning the role of an editor to PUBLONS, a reputed journal.  
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The DIGI class room was sanctioned by the state government. The material such as   

LCD projectors and interactive white boards were sanctioned. 15 Labs & 220 Computers   

were exclusively allocated for improving the digital literacy and market needs.  

Mentor mentee system is practiced in the college. Some 93% of students have been 

receiving welfare scholarships and bus passes.  

Our college has 3 NSS units with 100 volunteers each. They have been guided by 

able programme officers, Dr. G. Jagadishwar, Dr O Padmaja and Sri G Nagaraju. One of 

our students participated in the National Integration Camp along with the NSS 

Coordinator. 12 NSS  student volunteers participated in national Integration camps 

(NIC). Six students participated in the state level camps.  

Our student, Mr. V Sanjivulu, B.A I year is a national player in fencing and Ms. 

Sanjana, B.Sc. II year is the state player in Boxing. Our students won state 2 nd Prize in 

Chess game of Yuvatarangam.  More than 7 teams in culture and literary and 3 teams in 

Games and sports had participated in the state level championships of 

YUVATARANGAM - 2019. We have a spirited and hard-working in-charge Physical 

Director Sri Shareef Miya Garu who has been rendering great services to this college.  

We also conducted cluster level sports and Games competitions under the 

YUVATARANGAM-2019. Shri Shareef Miya, Asst Prof of English has been the in-

charge of Sports and Games. 

The grievance Redressal cell and ICC takes care of the genuine complaints and 

suggestion of the students.  

The devolution of powers was executed and administered by the way of 50 odd 

committees /cells. Each committee /cell has its own pre-determined roles and 

responsibilities. 

The campus is lush green with salubrious environment. To harvest water, 

Percolation /recharge pits and soaking pits were constructed. The NSS units of the 

college dug some 100 pits in the past 5 years. Efforts are on to minimize the use of 

plastic material and petroleum by-products. 800 saplings were planted by NSS 

volunteers. Haritha haram, Swachh Bharath and Earth hours are observed. 

      Each department of our college has its unique way of imparting formal education. 

All departments have common programmes such as Student seminars, GDs, Quiz, 

Elocution and essay writing competitions. There is a perfect coordination among all the 

departments.   
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LIBRARY DEPARTMENT 

 

Our library has been looked after by Sri Krotha Vidya Sagar, Lecturer in Library 

Science.  

Tara College Library is located in second floor in the new building block. Its collection 

comprises predominantly literature on Arts and Social, Natural Sciences, and 

Commerce for Undergraduate Courses offered at this college. Resource development 

policies and services are mandated by Institute's teaching; research and learning 

objectives. The total collections of books are about 19000 comprising Reference and 

Textbook material. Our library is subscribing to 11 newspapers in three languages and 

22 periodicals.  

 

The Library has internet facility and subscribing to NLIST electronic database of 

Inflibnet which is hosting electronic collections comprises 3000 e-books and 33300 e-

journals, accessible 24 x 7 on and off campus to its faculty, and students. The house-

keeping operations through Library automation with NewGenlib Integrated Library 

Software are in process. 

 

The department of Library is going to conduct a six month certificate course on Library 

and Information Science for students of the college and also extended to outsiders also.
