4. To teach youths that how to live in a community and encourage  youth to  

participate in different types of cultural activities.  

           These camps help building ‘Ek Bharat, Shrestha Bharat’ where there will 

be unity and peace between various states having different cultures, where 

everyone becomes the part of solution, not the problem. It doesn’t matter how big 

the problem is, together we can make everything possible.
