7.6 This MoU supersedes all prior oral or written communications,
discussions and representations communicated between the parties

hereto in respect of the subject matter of this MoU.

7.7 Any notice under this MoU will be in writing and delivered by hand or by
registered post acknowledgement due, to the other party at the
registered office or as may be substituted by the notice. Any notice sent

by e-mail/ post will be effective on the date of receipt.

7.8 Severability: Should any portion of this MoU be judicially determined to
be illegal or unenforceable, the remainder of the MoU shall continue in
full force and effect, and either party may renegotiate the terms affected
by the Severance.

7.9 Third party Beneficiary Rights: The parties do not intend to create in any
other individual or entity the status of a third party beneficiary, and this
MoU shall not be construed so as to create such status. The rights, duties
and obligations contained in this MoU shall operate only between the
parties to this MoU, and shall inure solely to the benefit of the parties to
this MoU. The provisions of this MoU are intended only to assist the
parties in determining and performing their obligations under this MoU.
The parties to this MoU intend and expressly agree that only parties
signatory to this MoU shall have any legal or equitable right to seek to
enforce this MoU to seek any remedy arising out of a party’s
performance or failure to perform any term or condition of this MoU, or
to bring an action for the breach of this MoU.
