The National Seminar on International Human Rights Day was organized under the auspices of 

IQAC and Social Science Club at Government Degree College, Manuguru. This national level 

webinar was chaired by the College Principal Dr. B. Srinivas.  

Kakatiya University SDLC Director Professor Gugulothu Veeranna was the chief guest at the 

event. On this occasion he said that Human Rights Day was declared by the United Nations on 

December 10, 1948. Human Rights Day is celebrated to uphold the rights of the people of the 

world who have lived a miserable life without rights during the monarchy, regardless of caste, 

creed or gender. Democracy began on June 15, 1215, when English rights activists signed the 

Magna Carta (Magna Carta) against King John of England. This event, which took place about 

800 years ago, marked the beginning of modern democracy and gave the people the opportunity 

to live a superior life. It was informed on this occasion that “Vettichakiri (Bounded Labour)  has 

given many rights today to the human beings who continued their way of life through slave 

survivors. The United Nations then declared Human Rights Day and granted equal rights to every 

individual. In particular, the human rights policy that initiated the way of life with equal rights 

explained the extent to which development has continued.  

 

Dr. Bramarashree, Assistant Professor, St. Ann's College, Mehdipatnam, who was the special guest 

at the event, said that human rights were paramount and that in today's modern society, even the 

governments that have been formed without the possibility of forming authoritarian governments 

control the process of pursuing authoritarian policies. She said that human rights are the shield of 

protection in the face of various ups and downs in the modern social way of life. She explained 



that in these days when economic and political development is taking place rapidly in countries 

like India, movements have to be made in some cases to protect the rights of the people. 

She said it was unfortunate that there were situations in the society where governments could take 

some measures to reduce caste, creed and gender differences to some extent and fight for rights in 

some areas. She said that people are working for the development of the country while exercising 

their rights responsibly and development in all spheres is possible. The event was attended by 

IQAC Coordinator Jupudi Anil Kumar, Social Science Club Convenor Dr Ramesh Babu, faculty 

members Bhaskar Rao, Ram Tirupati, Sambamurthy, Sudhakar, Saranya, Shivanya non-teaching 

staff Laxman, Ravi, Bala, Brahman, Sujatha, Varalakshmi and others.
